MIPA DATA COMMITTEE
Member Roles, Responsibilities, and Commitments
Purpose
The purpose of the MIPA Data Committee is to help build regional public health surveillance capacity through shared goals, efforts, and participation of the six MIPA member states (IL, IN, MI, MN, OH, and WI).

Regional data collection, analysis, and comparison is required to identify the scope and cost of injury among MIPA member states to inform MIPA and state-based prevention programming. Regional data analysis identifies injury trends including distribution by age, location, and causes. While member states are close in proximity, they may have different populations and associated risk and protective factors contributing to the incidence of injuries. These activities provide a foundation to promote best practices in data analysis and subsequent prevention programming throughout HHS Region V.
Responsibilities  

The MIPA Data Committee will address intentional and unintentional injury data across the lifespan in HHS Region V. The MIPA Data Committee will serve as an open community and collaboration of state representatives to discuss data-related issues and build data capacity.  Committee Members will: 

· Provide MIPA with representation among data users and data providers from localities in the HHS Region V.
· Advocate for MIPA Data Committee, its vision, mission and its goals.
· Promote the MIPA Data Committee to data stakeholders and colleagues as appropriate.

· Actively participate in meetings and events sponsored by the MIPA Data Committee
Commitments & Goals
· Attend monthly meetings and participate in annual conference meetings.
· Identify injury trends common across HHS Region V.

· Stimulate and foster collaboration on surveillance and related data efforts across state lines.

· Promote injury prevention as a public health priority across HHS Region V through comprehensive surveillance efforts.

· Identify injury priority issues in the region and their commonalities across states.
· Open and support lines of communication among localities in the region regarding injury-related data and surveillance
· Promote best practices in data collection and analysis throughout HHS Region V.
